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How to use AR without pointing at the coursebook

o After the AR activity is launched, you can choose to turn off the AR
mode so that you can interact with the activity without pointing your
device to the page.

o AR “On”: Camera must point to the selected page throughout the whole
activity. You can interact with the activity against the real-time
background.
